 RESOLUTION OF THE DILKON CHAPTER OF THE NAVAJO NATION

APPROVING AND SUPPORTING THE RESOLUTION IN SUPPORTING THE REAUTHORIZATION OF T’IISYAAKIN RESIDENTIAL HALL INC, AS A TRIBALLY CONTROLLED (GRANT) RESIDENTIAL PROGRAM PURSUANT TO PUBLIC LAW 100-297 TO CONTINUE AS GRANT STATUS. 
WHEREAS:


1. Pursuant to 26 N.N.C Section 3(A) the Dilkon Chapter is a duly recognized certified 
chapter of the Navajo Nation Government, as listed at 11N.N.C, part 1, Section 10; and 


2. Pursuant to 26 N.N.C Section 1 (B) Dilkon Chapter is vested with the authority to 
review all matters affecting the community; and

3. Dilkon Chapter is vested with the authority to make appropriate decisions on behalf of 
the community and to make recommendations to the Navajo Nation and other agencies 
for appropriate actions; and

4. The Dilkon Chapter recognizes that T’iisyaakin Residential Hall is a Tribal Organization as defined by the Tribal Controlled Schools Act, Public Law 100-297 and is governed by the T’iisyaakin Residential Hall School Board; and
5. The Dilkon Chapter further acknowledges that the Governing School Board of T’iisyaakin Residential Hall, Inc. are elected by chapters as identified in accordance with the approved 2020-2024 Navajo Nation School Board Apportioinment Plan (HEHSCAP-05-20) April 15, 2020 by the Health Education and Human Services  Committee of the Navajo Nation Council, which includes Navajo Nation Council, which includes the Dilkon Community; and

6. T’iisyaakin Residential Hall, Inc.’s Tse’Hootsoi II (Fort Defiance) Schools Board is authorized and empowered to operated and function as the official policy making body for TRH to serve in the best interest of its students, staff and communities in accordance with Public Law 100-297, 25 CFR Part 36, Subpart H (National Dormitory Standard) and pursuant to the Navajo Nation contract stipulations by the Navajo Nation Board of Education and/or the Health, Education, Human Service Committee of the Navajo Nation Council; and

7. The Dilkon Chapter acknowledges that many of its community students utilizes the services of the T’iisyaakin Residential Hall, which includes but not limited to room and board, tutoring, counseling, recreation and other special services, and therefore are able to attend Holbrook High School; and

8. T’iisyaakin Residential Hall has been sanctioned, approved and authorized by the Navajo Nation Board of Education and/or the Health, Education, and Human Services Committee to over-see the T’iiyaakin Residential Hall Incorporated, as a Grant Program under Public Law 100-297, and is funded by the Bureau of Indian Education and has the capacity to serve 128 student; and

9. T’issyaakin Residential Hall, Inc. requests support and approval for its continuing to provide excellent residential services; and
10. T’iisyaakin Residential Hall, Inc, is aware of the positive alternatives and opportunities under P.L. 100-297 (Tribally Controlled Schools Act) and of the above educational initiatives. TRH finds its continuation as a P.L. 100-297 entity and it’s further 
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developement as set forth above is in the best interest of its students, community and the Navajo Nation; and

11. The Dilkon Chapter believes that it is in the best interest of the T’iisyaakin Residential Hall, its student’s families and the communities within its jurisdiction that the grant application is reauthorized for the T’iisyaakin Residential Hall.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT;
1. The Dilkon Chapter hereby strongly recommends and supports the application packet of the   T’iisyaakin Residential Hall, Inc. to operated the Grant Program under the Tribally Controlled Act, Public Law 100-297 at Holbrook, Arizona.
2. The Dilkon Chapter hereby strongly believes in the best interest of its student body at the T’iisyaakin Residential Hall, and the communities within its jurisdiction, to reauthorize the operation of T’iisyaakin Residential Hall Incorporated.

3. The Dilkon Chapter hereby supports the Tse’Hootsoi II (Fort Defiance) Schools Board’s request of T’iisyaakin Residential Hall, Inc, to the Navajo Nation Board of Education to support and approve the Reauthorization of T’iiyaakin Residential Hall, Inc. as a Grant Status pursuant to Public Law 100-297.
